St Andrew’s News 

Redevelopment Update 

We get praised for the facilities that we now have after our last 

redevelopment but some may not appreciate that all that happened in the 

Hall was a lick of paint, removal of a stage and a change in the heaters.  

Most of the floor dates back to 1895 and has health and safety issues now 

for some users.  

 

At The URCiC AGM in April I supplied a breakdown of possible costs in 

three sections.  The first is work on the floor, heating and lighting of the 

Hall.  The second is for double glazing the windows, drainage 

improvements and some stonework that is becoming unsafe.  The third 

includes more stonework and the requirements if we remove the false 

ceiling in the Hall as that would mean we needed to insulate the roof 

including lifting and relaying the tiles.  Each section could, with 

professional fees, cost over £100,000. 

 

The Hall heating has to be replaced this summer as it has failed but work 

on the floor cannot be done before next summer as it requires some three 

months to complete and needs to be planned well in advance so as to 

minimise the disruption to our regular users.  The floor work is a major 

exercise as we need to excavate and install proper foundations where none 

exist currently.  We should then end up with a sprung floor that can cope 

with dancing.  The heating work will be arranged to avoid lifting the floor 

this year but extra cabling and piping may be underfloor next year. 

 

The professionals advise that doing all work at once is the best and least 

expensive option but that is unlikely to be possible financially.  The 

question then becomes “How are we going to finance this work?”  The 

answer is that we will shortly launch a new Redevelopment Appeal with 

the intention of using the fact that we now have a large range of users as a 

way of improving our chances of obtaining external funding.  However it 

will still mean we need to return to the joint efforts we made to raise the 

funds last time even if many of us are less active than we were 10 years 

ago.   

 

 

 

 

Initial impressions are that it may take us several years to resolve these 

issues.  Section 3 may be work that we can decide is an extra we would 

like but cannot justify.  However even then we will need to do work on the 

hidden St Andrew‟s window as it is as unsafe as the Rose Window was 

before repair.  

 

We have received a donation from the family of Alison Riddell and that 

will start this round of fundraising, particularly to help with replacement 

heating this year.  In addition Lizzie George has already organised the first 

fundraising even on 22 May.

The 

committee needs someone who can act as secretary for their bi monthly 

meetings at 17.30 on Tuesdays plus someone who can act as link with the 

cleaners and be responsible for ensuring we do not run out of janitorial 

supplies.  Anyone willing to consider volunteering for either position 

please speak to Tony Jeans.

Recycling is another area we are trying to improve as it is currently 

haphazard.  We hope to obtain some suitable bins or boxes and will update 

you once a system is in place. 

 

Welcome at Services 

As a result of attendance at a seminar on this at the last Synod we have 

concluded that we could improve our greeting and service to visitors and 

newcomers to help encourage them to return.  While this requires more 

volunteers for a rota to assist before and after the service, even if only 

when strangers attend, it is an area that we recognise we could do better.  

Anyone who would like to discuss this further please speak to Ann Lewis.  

  

Legacies 

This is an aspect that many ignore but it is one way that we can all help St 

Andrew‟s eventually by including something for the church in our wills.  

You may be aware that we received legacies following the death of Iris 

Jeans and Dr Bert Perrigo.  Dennis Goldring left legacies to Commitment 

for Life and the URC in Cheltenham.  Mrs Miller (widow of Jack Miller 

whom some will remember) has included us as entitled to a share of her 

residual estate.  It could be some time before we know the value involved 

but we have benefited from inclusions in wills on a regular basis over the 

years, often from people who had moved away but remembers us with 

fondness.  We will be producing a leaflet on this subject shortly. 

        

 

Isbourne Trust 

Some people have expressed concern about whether some of their lecture 

topics are suitable for a church.  We take the view that discussions on 

spirituality should broaden knowledge and deepen faith so it is appropriate 

to consider such matters.  Tony Jeans and David Black have recently met 

with their staff to discuss what is appropriate as topics and what are the 

practical difficulties with the timing and space required to cope with their 

bookings.  As we are their venue of choice for larger events they will 

include reference to our position in their programme brochure.

News from The Church at Warden Hill  
With the death recently of a minister friend, I now have the dubious 

distinction of being the longest serving Methodist minister in 

Gloucestershire. 

 

This led me to ponder on the life of Jesus on earth.  Not for him the 

experience of a long and extensive life.  He died ignominiously in his early 

thirties.  His entire life was spent in an obscure province of the Roman 

Empire and his travels were limited to an area which we would cover in an 

hour or two by car.  Of course he never listened to the radio or watched 

television, never travelled by plan or even a car, (once at least he rode on a 

donkey).  He never sent or received an e-mail or surfed the internet.  Yet I 

venture to claim that his influence on the world has no equal and it 

continues today even among people who deny belief in a God who was the 

reason for his being here and inspiration for his whole life and work. 

 

It seems to me that when we come to questions about life, we can best 

adapt his own words – a man‟s life does not consist in the abundance of 

his possessions, nor in the number of years that he has lived, nor in the 

distance he has travelled or the number of places he has visited.  The 

Church exists to point people to Jesus.  It is not a popular message and we 

will be often laughed at or ignored, perhaps even persecuted, but I think 

that we would be far happier if we stopped asking of life, “what do I get 

out of it?” and ask instead “what do I put into it?”

LOCAL MISSION AND MINISTRY REVIEW – LMMR 2010
We are underway! LMMR should change our life! 

 

LMMR is a new process in the United Reformed Church and we are 

piloting the scheme in the West Midlands Synod. 

 

LMMR is for churches and ministers to sharpen a minister‟s sense of 

vocation and a church‟s sense of direction. At the end of the process, 

church and minister should be able to: 

¶ Know better where they are going 

¶ Know better what each is contributing to the journey 

¶ Know better what resources they need to get there 

¶ Know better what they need to ask of Synod in order that Synod can 

ensure resources are identified and provided. 

 

As a church, we expect to have two Pastoral Partners to work with us. At 

the same time, Maz will have be involved in a self appraisal review with an 

Appraisal Partner.  When our Partners are selected, we shall tell you. 

 

At the end of the process, we shall have a revised Pastorate Profile 

and a Minister’s Role description. These will be considered and 

endorsed at a Church Meeting. We shall then submit these 

documents with a covering commentary to Synod. 

 

The Elders and Minister will lead the process and we have already been 

briefed by The Revd Elizabeth Caswell (from Coventry and Warwickshire) 

on behalf of Synod.  There is a flowchart which we will put up in each 

church so you can se what is planned. 

 

We want to involve everyone who is willing in the reflection and review 

process before we start re-writing the profile to set out what we want to 

be and do as individual churches and URCiC.  

 

LMMR ROAD SHOWS 

We are also proposing three road shows on Saturday mornings at the 

three Churches. These will be "drop in" session alongside the usual "cafe" 

at St Andrew's and  suitable events at the other two churches. Members of 

the congregations are invited to join in for as much as they want in "brain 

storming" focussed on  

¶ worship,  

¶ pastoral and spiritual life and  

¶ community outreach.  

 

Each brain storming session on each topic would last for ~ 15 minutes and 

would run twice. Thus we would run from around 10am to 12 noon. Any 

member can go to any session at any of the three churches. 

 

The dates are: 

  Prestbury 5th June 

  Warden Hill 12th June 

  St Andrew's 19th June 

 

We also hope that Elders will be able to hold meetings of people in their 

pastoral groups to explore issues and ideas. 

 

We hope to work on the revised Profile in July and have the Church 

Meeting in September. The existing Profile (written for the vacancy) is our 

starting point. This is available on  the Church web site 

(www.urcic.org.uk)) and a hard copy will be available in each church. 

 

This is an important and challenging piece of work for us so we hope you 

can give it wholehearted support.
