It is at events such as the West Midlands Synod meeting that |
recognise why | love the URC so much. Where else would you
find the Moderator of General Assembly (in effect, the elected
figurehead of the denomination) being asked to play the organ
for worship? | was telling Anglican friends a few weeks ago that
all URC ministers are paid the same, regardless of differences
in length of service or posts of responsibility, so why shouldn’t
the General Assembly Moderator be asked to help out — just as
Glyn has done in the past?

Yet, society in general would find this system incomprehensible.
Emphasis is on earning more and more and climbing the social
ladder. In this period of economic meltdown, there will still be
company directors and top managers expecting huge bonuses
at the end of the year. How moral is that? Of course, we all like
to be comfortable, warm, well-fed; we acknowledge that to reap
the rewards we need to put in the effort. But the Church’s aims
and society’s aims seem to be drifting further and further apart.

This month, we remember the fallen in armed combat. How
ironic that war brought the country closer together, in a unity of
solidarity against a recognisable enemy. Today, the enemy lurks
within each of us — competition, greed, power. We have
forgotten Jesus’ reminder: ‘the first shall be last and the last
shall be first.” The Church throughout the world needs to speak
that message loud and long. Then, perhaps we shall all be
happy to ‘play the organ’ when asked, as a sign of solidarity with
our fellow humans.

World Church & Mission

On the 11™ of November I will board a plane to Amsterdam and from
there to Tel Aviv. It is an ongoing commitment to be part of the human
rights issues still being violated in the Holy Land. The last few times
of visiting, be through study or a representative of Christian
Aid/Commitment for Life have had harrowing consequences. Sadness
from a meeting with the Israeli Minister for internal affairs including
security to such positive dialogue from a meeting with Yasser Arafat
and his Fata movement in Ramallah. Meetings with three sides of the
theological, diplomatic and cultural divide who see the situation as not
God-like, not human and certainly unsustainable for any long term
peace and reconciliation.

This time I go as a delegate to the Sabeel international conference held
in East Jerusalem.

Sabeel Purpose Statement

Sabeel is an ecumenical grassroots liberation theology movement
among Palestinian Christians. Inspired by the life and teaching of
Jesus Christ, this liberation theology seeks to deepen the faith of
Palestinian Christians, to promote unity among them toward social
action. Sabeel strives to develop a spirituality based on love, justice,
peace, nonviolence, liberation and reconciliation for the different
national and faith communities. The word "Sabeel" is Arabic for ‘the
way ‘and also a ‘channel* or ‘spring * of life-giving water.

Sabeel also works to promote a more accurate international
awareness regarding the identity, presence and witness of Palestinian
Christians as well as their contemporary concerns. It encourages
individuals and groups from around the world to work for a just,
comprehensive and enduring peace informed by truth and empowered
by prayer and action.

Palestinian Liberation Theology

Palestinian Liberation Theology is an ecumenical grassroots
movement, rooted in Christian Biblical interpretation and nourished
by the hopes, dreams and struggles of the Palestinian people.
Originating in the land where Christ lived, this theology seeks to
provide a holistic vision of God ‘s redeeming activity in the midst of the
current reality. In a situation where justice has been long neglected,
Palestinian Liberation Theology opens new horizons of understanding
for the pursuit of a just peace and for the reconciliation proclaimed in
the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

By learning from Jesus - his life under occupation and his response to
injustice - this theology hopes to connect the true meaning of Christian
faith with the daily lives of all those who suffer under occupation,
violence, discrimination, and human rights violations. Additionally,
this blossoming theological effort promotes a more accurate
international awareness of the current political situation and
encourages Christians from around the world to work for justice and
to stand in solidarity with the Palestinian people.

I ask you to pray for me and for Jo left behind as I go back to give a
paper to the conference, return to areas possibly Gaza to support
friends and partners of Commitment for Life, Olive picking in the
West Bank, as well as bringing back and sharing with you a newer and
more up to date picture of the reality of what is going on in an ‘unholy
land’.

I wish to enjoy the visit without being shot at again by Israeli forces so
will try to be sensible, but our Lord does have something to say about
justice, peace and standing up of those with no hope and voice of their
own. Jon

As part of Dursley Tabernacle’s bicentenary celebrations, John
Bell, well known hymn writer and speaker from the lona
Community, will visit the church over the weekend of November
15th and 16th.

On the Saturday he will speak in the morning and afternoon
10am-12.30pm, 1.30-4pm.

The first session will be entitled ‘Rediscovering our Roots’.
John Bell writes: ‘Most Christians, particularly when it's the
anniversary year of a building or denomination, tend to become
misty-eyed about tradition. However, for many people, tradition
is only as old as their childhood. If we dig back deep enough,
there are radical expressions of faith, which can be recognised
at the Reformation, in the Celtic Church, and in the 1% Century
primitive Church, which may just be seeds for our growing in the
21° Century. During the morning, these are the things we will
explore.’

The afternoon session will be entitled: ‘Rediscovering the
Bible as the People’s Book’ . John comments: ‘Though one of
the historical intentions of the Reformed Church was to make
the Bible accessible to all people. The last four centuries have
led to many people seeing the book as a collection of
questionable stories and sayings which require gifted
intellectuals for their unlocking. This is a very shallow
assessment of a very deep book, which should primarily be for
and of the people. Through some reflective conversation and
reassessment of the scriptures, the intention of the afternoon
sessions will be to rehabilitate the Bible as the fond possession
of all believers, irrespective of their theological pedigree.’
